Before installation,
it 1s most important that you read and follow the instructions in this use and care booklet,
even if you feel you are quite familiar with this type of product.

IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS:

Read all instructicns carefully, even if you feel you are quite familiar with this type of appliance.

When using electrical appliances, in order to reduce the sk of fire, electric shock, andfor injury, these
hasic safety precautions should always be followed:

Thiz ceiling fan MUST be installed by a Qualified Electrical Contractor in accordance with the local
reguiations, and all local, state and national elecirical codes. Any alterations or additions to building
wiring must be complieted by a licensed electrical mechanic, or person authorised by legislation to work
an the fixed wiring of any electrical installation.

The ceiling fan must be connected to a 240 AC 50Hz power supply.

All electrical work must only be undertaken after disconnection of the power by removing fuses or
turming off the circuit hreaker, to ensure all pole isolation of the electrical supply.

The fan must be electrically Earthed.

The fan must be installed that the blades are at least 2.1 metres above the floor.

The structure that the ceiling fan is connecied fo must be capable of supporiing a weight of at least
45kg. The fixing must ke able to support the moving weight of the fan and must not twist or work loose.
Make sure that the installation site will not allow the rotating fan blades to come into contact with any
ohject and that there is a minimum clearance of 150mm (6" from the blade tip to the wall or ceiling.
Please note that the bigger this clearance is the better the airflow from your fan will be.

DO NOT use cutdoors unless covered. Refer to Warranty terms for Alfresco use.

DO NOT connect the fan motar to a dimmer switch. This may damage io the mofor. Use ONLY the
provided wall controller.

This appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm perscns without supernvision.

Young children should be supervised to ensure that they DO NOT play with the appliance.

It is not recommended that ceiling fans and gas appliances be operated in the same room at the same
time.

The fan must be tumed off and stopped completely before reversing the fan direction. This will prevent
any damage to the motor of the fan or controller (if instalied).

Do not insert anything into the fan blades whilst they are spinning. This will damage the blades and
upset the halance of the fan causing the unit to wobhle.

After the fan is completely installed make sure that all hase and fan biade fixings are secured and
tightened to prevent any problems.

Because of the fan’s natural movement, some connections may leosen. Check the support
connections, brackets and blade attachments twice a year to make sure they remain secured. If any
are loose, tighien.

A blade halancing kitis included. Ensure blades are balanced immediately after installation to reduce
wobble and noise.

An all-pole disconnection incorporated in the fixed wiring is to be provided, such as an all-pole switch
or a supply cord fitted with a plug.

IMPORTANT NOTE:

The important safeguards and instructions given in this manual are not meant to cover all possible
conditions and situations that may occur. It must be understood that common sense, caution and
care are factors which cannot be built into any product.

FAULT FINDER:

Always check the “Trouble Shooting Checklist” included in this hooklet before seeking warranty
claim.

Mechanical noise may be noticed on instatlation. Allow at least 8 hours settling-in period.
Some fans may wobble more than others, even if they are identical. This does not necessanly
indicate a fault.



INSPECT CONTENTS CAREFULLY TO BE CERTAIN ALL PARTS HAVE BEEN INCLUDED
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Selecting a Location

DO NOT use outdoors uniess covered. Refer to Warranty terms for Alfresco use.

Choose a location for mounting the fan where the blades will have at least 2.1 metres of clearance from
the floor. If the location you have chosen does not have a suitable support heam capable of supporting
45kg, install a brace at least 27 x 4" between the ceiling joists as a support medium.

Make sure that the instaliation site will not allow the rotating fan blades to come into contact with

any object and that there is a minimum clearance of 150mm (&%) from the blade tip to the wall.

Please note that the bigger this clearance is the better the airflow from your fan will be.

Before Installing

Unpack your ceiling fan carefully, then remove all parts and components, and lay on a cloth or soft
surface to avoid damage. DO NOT lay the motor housing on its side, the housing may get damaged.
Before commencing installation, check that all paris are included. NB: You may need to remove

all foam packaging material to ensure there are no missing componanis.

Mounting the bracket

Secure the mounting bracket to the
ceiling joist or suitable structure that

is capable of carmrying a load of at least
45kg, Ensure that at least 30mm of the
mounting screws are threaded into the
Support.

Assembling the blades

Push the Ezi-Fit blades into the slots to lock - Mo fools or screws needed for blade assembly.

Ensure blades are fully inserted — A positive click will be heard when blade locking tabs engage.

< - Secondary Locking Tab
<+ - Primary Locking Tab

Removing the blades
Unscrew nut in 3 anti-clockwise direction and lift yoke cover up to reveal three top cover screws.

Remove screws and lift fan body top cover up to reveal blade locking tabs.

Push primary and secondary locking tabs down with a tool such as a screwdriver and remove blades.
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“ Push primary locking tab down first
and gently wriggle the blade outward.
Secondary locking tab can then be
pushed down to remove the blade.



Mounting the fan
Carefully Iift the fan, and place the down rod ball assembly info the mounting bracket. Slowly rotate
the shaft until the ball correctly locks into place (ball groove aligns with bracket ridge).

Refer to the following section detailing ‘Electrical Wiring® for details on how to wire this product
comectly.

After the fan has been wired to the power supply, carefully position all excess cable inside the
houndaries of the hanging bracket.

Slide the canopy along the downred and over the mounting bracket taking care not to damage wires.
Cnce in position secure canopy with screws provided.

Electrical Wiring

This ceiling fan must be installed by a licensediqualified electrician.

CAUTION: Before installing the fan, make sure you have tumed OFF the electricity supply.
IMPORTANT: ENSURE ALL CABLES ARE ELECTRICALLY ISOLATED BEFORE WIRING.

Wire the incoming power cables to the terminal block mounted on the mounting plate. Wire Active,

MNeutral and Earih to the comesponding terminals respeciively.
Check that there are no loose wire strands hanging out of the terminal bleck. Check that the cables are

terminated into the comect position in the terminal block.

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CARE & CLEANING:

Periodic cleaning of your ceiling fan is the only maintenance required.
Lise a soft brush or lint free cloth to avoid scratching the finish. Please turn off electricity when you do

Do not use water when cleaning your ceiling fan. it could damage the motor and create the possibility

of an electrical shock.
The motor has a permanently lubricated ball bearing and as such, is maintenance free.

NOISE:

The manufacturer wammanty covers actual faults that may develop, but NOT minor complaints, e.qg.
mator operation noise - ALL ELECTRIC MOTORS ARE AUDIBLE TO SOME EXTENT; this is more
obvious when the fan is operating at low speeds.

WOBBLE:

Ceiling fans are designed to move during operation hecause they are not generally rigidly mounted
Movement of a couple of centimetras is acceptable for safe operation.
Balancing kits included could be used to adjust the balancing.

NORMAL WEAR AND TEAR:

Threaded components warking slighting loose or blade carriers even slightly bent due to vigorous
cleaning or bumping can cause extra wobble and noise. THIS IS NOT COVERED UNDER
WARRANTY but a little care and maintenance can reduce or prevent this problem.

BALANCING:

This fan includes a blade balancing kit. Upon initial installation, the balance kit should he used
on the fan blades to reduce wobble.

The balance kit includes instructions on how to perform the balancing procedure.

Balancing the fan and reducing wobble will result in quieter operation and optimum
performance.
